Forwarding your email from VCU’s pine server

From on-campus:


(  Click on Start:  Internet Applications:  VCU Connections:  Titan/Saturn/etc.

(  Login: You should know your own login name and password.  If you don’t, you need to visit the people in Cabell’s basement.


(  You’ll come to a screen like this:
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(  Hit enter once to come to a Main Menu screen.  Automatically, it should forward you through Electronic Mail.

(  Under the Electronic Mail Menu, the second option is to Change Your Mail Environment.  Move down to that option using your arrow keys (the mouse won’t work)  Hit enter.
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(  Your next set of options fall under Change Your Mail Enviornment.  Select the first option, Forward Mail.  Hit enter.

(  Type in the address where you want your email to go (i.e., jdoe@yahoo.com, your main email account)  Hit enter.
(  Type q to quit that section, then logout to log out.

You can do this off campus, as well, but you need to find out where your telnet program is (easy, if you’re using Windows:  go to Start, then Run, then type in Telnet)  Telnet to your account (titan.vcu.edu or saturn.vcu.edu) and follow the directions starting with the first screen capture.
